Options Sifted Out, including reasons

•Helicopter service, sifted out at first objective:

· Unable to take cars
· Unable to take many passengers/freight
· Safety issues
· Could be used in combination with other options, but too expensive
•Causeway 

· Significant problems to operation of Port, and the economic activities supported.  For example the port would be split in two, not enabling boats to move around easily; requiring two sets of tugs; constraining activities such as decommissioning;

· Safety considerations: for example the lifeboat would be on one side, unable to quickly reach incidents in the other direction, and build up of shipping in one area, rather than another. 

· Environmental issues: would cause silting of harbour and increased fuel used of boats moving from one side of harbour to the other, around Bressay.
